Dear MEP,

I am writing to you to express my deep concern at the escalation of the Hijab ban (Headscarf ban) in France and other states in Europe. Such legislation and policies rob Muslim women of their basic human right and their freedom of religion which is protected by the European Convention on Human Rights.

Legislation such as that in France will undoubtedly lead to greater intolerance, xenophobia and extremism against Muslim women. My fear is that instead of advancing and building on the freedoms that we enjoy in Europe, we are taking a step backwards and regressing towards intolerance of diverse races and religions. 

Hijab ban laws will alienate forth-coming generations causing a gap between cultures that may never be bridged once a two-tier society is forcibly established as a consequence of the ban.

I urge you to support freedom of religion and basic human rights and sign the written declaration tabled to the European Parliament by MEPs Caroline Lucas (Green Party), Sarah Ludford (Liberal Democrats), Claude Moraes (Labour), Phillip Bushill-Matthews (Conservative) and Alain Liptiez (Green Party). This is highly important in order to promote tolerance of faith throughout Europe. 

I am a supporter of the Assembly for the Protection of Hijab (www.prohijab.net), an international network dedicated to reversing the Hijab ban and is lobbying together with other faith communities, human rights activists and experts in European Legislations to convince MEPs sign the Written declaration for the right to freedom of religious expression 

I urge you again to sign the written declaration as a show of your support to freedom of choice.
